The Student Ambassadors Programme (“A” Project) is a  year-long student development programme launched 
by SDS since 1997 with the following aims : 
� To foster students’ whole person development 
� To enhance students’ sense of belonging to CityU through the practical experience of serving the University. 
� To develop a pool of Student Ambassadors to help promote the University’s image. 
 

To achieve the afore-said objectives, Student Ambassadors are required to attend a comprehensive 
training programme and to offer service to the University.  Previous occasions where Student Ambassadors 
served include : Receiving guests in the University’s major functions and interflow events, Introducing CityU to 
the public in its promotion projects, Introducing CityU to the non-local organizations in the Student Ambassadors 
Interflow Tour, Organizing and serving in projects for promoting friendship and support in the University 
community as well as participating in community services

l be non-final year students 
l be pleasant and positive 
l have good communication skills and proficiency in Cantonese and English.  Proficiency in Putonghua is 

preferrable.
